NEUROPSYCHOLOGICAL
EVALUATION FOR PATIENTS
WITH BRAIN METASTASES

In life neuropsychological functions like memory, attention-processing speed, reading and
motors skills play an important role when doing daily activities and should be included
when determining treatment options. Currently there are no standardized sets of tests to
predict changes in neuropsychological functioning in patients treated for brain
metastases. Doctors at the National Institutes of Health (NIH) are conducting a research
study evaluating neuropsychological functions in patients treated for brain metastases.

ABOUT THE STUDY:

» Patients receive a 2-week course of radiation therapy to the
brain, given daily (5 days a week).
* Neuropsychological testing to measure cognitive thinking
abilities
* Questionnaires to assess quality of life and daily living skills.
» Patients have MRI scans and blood and urine tests.

» Patients 18 years of age or older.

» Patients who have pathology confirmed for metastatic disease
with brain metastases as identified on brain MRI scan with
intravenous contrast.
